[ Abstract] Objective: To observe the efficacy of MEBO Scar Lotion in treating scarred burn wounds. Method: ME-

cases involving 104 wounds with scars were treated. The markedly effective rate was 66. 3%, the effective rate was 28.

8% and in-effective rate was 4. 8% . Conclusion: MEBO Scar Lotion is very effective for treating scars. It is very safe
