[ Abstract) Objet:tive: To analysis the efficacy of MEBO in treating acute anal fissure. Method: 188 cases of acute

anal fissure were divided into 2 groups. Patients in group A were treated locally with MEBO, while patients in group

B were treated locally with Anal Fissure Ointment, Patients in both groups received exactly the same systemic treat-

ment. Comparison of the efficacy of the 2 groups was made. Result; In group A, wound healing time was shorter and

curative rate was higher than that in group B. Conclusion: MEBQ is superior to Anal Fissure Qintment in the treat-

ment of acute anal fissure.
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
